From the Rector
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         Tried and True

Just after Christmas, I received an 
email from a clergy colleague that 
said, “Lent Comes at You Fast.”  The 
phrase is, of course, a knock-off of 
Nationwide’s latest ad campaign 
about how unexpected things happen 
and how it’s best to buy some insur-
ance to prepare for the unexpected.  

My colleague’s email wasn’t written 
to sell anything; it was written simply 
to say that the season of Lent comes 
very early in 2008 – on February 6, to 
be exact.  For those of us in the 
church business, the early arrival of 
Lent means that we’ve no sooner fin-
ished celebrating Advent, Christmas, 
and Epiphany, than Lent, Holy Week, 
and Easter are upon us.  

I will not repeat the arcane means the 
church uses to establish the date of 
Easter each year. It has to do with the 
moon and the Spring Equinox.  If you 
want the whole story, go to pp. 880-
885 in the Book of Common Prayer.  
There you will learn all about the 
Golden Number and the Sunday Let-
ter and, if you are so inclined, amaze 
your friends by telling them when 
Easter will occur in the year 2097.

I will, however, ask you to consider 
how you will use the season of Lent 
to strengthen your relationship with 
Jesus Christ and renew your spiritual 
life.  In the service for Ash Wednes-
day (the first day of the 40 days of 
Lent), the Invitation to a Holy Lent 
gives some “tried and true” advice 
about how to do these things.  The 
celebrant says to the people gathered, 
“I invite you, therefore, in the name 
of the Church, to the observance of a 
holy Lent, by self-examination and 
repentance; by prayer, fasting, and 
self-denial; and by reading and medi-
tating on God’s holy Word.”

These are hardly new ideas – one 
wouldn’t expect anything that’s “tried 
and true” to be new or innovative.  
These ideas, instead, represent the           

wisdom of thousands of other people 
of faith who have sought a closer 
walk with God and a sense of joy and 
peace in their lives – and who have 
found that searching one’s soul, 
spending time on one’s knees, freeing 
oneself from the compulsion to con-
sume, and reading Holy Scripture all 
draw one into God’s presence “where 
true joys are to be found.”  

With this in mind, I’ve thought a 
great deal about how this parish of St. 
Luke’s can support its members and 
friends in a quest to “see Christ more 
clearly, love him more dearly, and 
follow him more nearly, day by day.”  
So, here’s what St. Luke’s offers:

▪ Four (4) church services every 
Sunday – 8:00, 9:15, and 11:15 am  
and 5:00 pm, where we will hear the 
word proclaimed and share the sacra-
ment of Christ’s life in bread and 
wine.

▪ An “energy fast” for the season of 
Lent.  You may certainly give up 
chocolate, or television, or alcohol, or 
– in the long-standing tradition of the 
church – even meat.  But for those 
who are looking for a novel way to do 
an ancient thing, consider reducing 
the amount of carbon-based fuel you 
will use during the 40 days.  Dr. Dan                  
Leavell, assistant professor of geol-
ogy at OSU – Newark, will be talking 
about the effects of climate change on 
the earth at Coffee: Grounds for Dis-
cussion – our Sunday morning adult 
coffee-discussion group. I will pro-
vide some practical ways we can all 
be better stewards of God’s creation 
and talk about “Episcopal Power & 
Light” – part of a larger movement to 
reduce the use of non-renewable en-
ergy resources.  Sally McClaskey, our 
Director of Christian Education, has 
designed ways for our children to par-
ticipate in the “energy fast.”

▪ Wednesday evenings that offer 
prayer and fellowship.  We’ll gather 
each week at 6:00 pm in the Under-

croft for a soup & bread supper.  Then 
I’ll lead a presentation about the prac-
tice of prayer.  Then we’ll pray for a 
while, practicing some of what we’ve 
learned that evening.  No expertise is 
assumed – just a desire to strengthen 
one’s prayer life and explore some 
ways to do this.

▪ Reading Mark’s Gospel together 
parish-wide.  I’ll provide copies of the 
readings for each week along with 
commentary from A Season with the 
Savior: Meditations on Mark, a 
Lenten study written by the Rev. Dr. 
Edward R. Sims, who served in this 
diocese many years ago.

Lent comes at you fast.  It begins on 
Ash Wednesday, February 6.  On 
Tuesday, February 5, our annual 
Shrove Tuesday pancake supper, 5:30 
- 7:30 pm in the Undercroft, prepares 
us for the season of Lent. I pray that 
our festive “farewell to fat” will not 
keep us from the seriousness of our 
liturgical gathering on Ash Wednes-
day. I also pray that, at the end of this 
holy season, we will all find ourselves 
poised on the threshold of a bright 
Easter morning, closer than we were 
at the beginning to the God who loves 
us so much “that he gave his only 
Son.”

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At its January 8, 2008 meeting the Vestry . . .

�x�� celebrated the closing on the sale of the Parish House, 
and discussed the debt incurred to buy the building – two 
loans, totaling $440,000.  One loan is with 412 Sycamore, 
Inc. (an entity of the Diocese of Southern Ohio) - $200,000 
at 5.75% - a ten year note with a 20 year amortization.  The 
other is with PNC Bank - $240,000 at 6.85% - a five year 
note with a 20 year amortization.  The Diocese of Southern 
Ohio is paying the interest on the first three years of this sec-
ond loan.

�x�� passed a corporate resolution required by PNC Bank as 
part of its granting the mortgage to St. Luke’s for the pur-
chase the Parish House. The passage of this resolution was 
simply a matter of cleaning up a loose end from the Decem-
ber 31, 2007 closing.

�x�� talked about an Open House to celebrate the Parish 
House purchase and to invite members of the Granville Com-
munity to the building.

�x�� heard from Marsha Hanes, clerk, that she had received a 
telephone call from the Tax Equalization Division of the 
Ohio Department of Taxation, indicating that St. Luke’s 
should be receiving, within the next 30 days, a partial rebate 
of property taxes already paid.

�x�� learned that the Nominating Committee had been suc-
cessful in recruiting four nominees for the four Vestry posi-
tions to be voted on at the Annual Meeting on February 3.  
They are:  Jim Kishler, Tom Weeks, Bart Weiler, and Ann 
Wood.

�x�� received an update from Jean Schelhorn and Father 
Applegate about progress in moving forward on the Strategic 
Plan and how information is proposed to be shared with the 
congregation at the Annual Meeting.

�x�� extended its thanks to retiring Vestry members Ginny 
Sharkey, Mark Moller, Bruce Johnson, and Jane Karaffa, 
who served as the Nominating Committee.  All but Jane, 
who was out of town, were attending the last regular Vestry 
meeting of their respective terms.

�x�� had a preliminary look at data that will be submitted as 
part of the Parochial Report, showing the following: Average 
Sunday attendance increased to 180 from last year’s 167. 
Baptized membership grew from 306 to 340 during 2007.

�x�� approved the December and year-end financial state-
ments as submitted by Marsha Otterstedt, CPA, Financial 
Administrator.  Results show that the parish ended the year 
“in the black” by approximately $8,000 – the third year in a 
row that operating income has exceeded expenses.

�x�� was updated on the situation at St. Matthew’s, Wester-
ville, where the rector, vestry, and a number of members 
have decided to become members of CANA – the Church of 
Nigeria’s “mission” to the United States.  As a member of 
the Columbus Deanery, St. Luke’s is being asked to send 
parishioners to attend the services of the continuing Episco-
pal Church in support of those who wish to remain faithful 
members of the Episcopal Church in Southern Ohio.

�x�� had an update from Senior Warden Pat Ford about the 
February 9 Vestry retreat to be held at Kendal at Granville.

VOTING ELIGIBILITY FOR THE ANNUAL MEETING                                                  
Article I, Section 3 of the Code of St. Luke’s defines Communicants in Good Standing as follows:  All Communicants of St. Luke’s 
Church who for the previous year have been faithful in corporate worship, unless for good cause prevented, and have been faithful in 
working, praying, and giving financially to St. Luke’s Church, are to be considered Communicants in Good Standing.  This determination 
shall be made by the Rector and Wardens.

Article II, Section 1E  Persons eligible to vote in the Annual Meeting shall be those 16 years of age or older who have been Communi-
cants in Good Standing, as verified by Church records, for not less than six months preceding the day they wish to vote. A list of eligible 
voters, compiled by the Rector and approved by the Vestry, shall be available at the meeting.  Ballots will be distributed only to eligible 
voters.

According to the by-laws of the parish, Article II, Section 1E, the people eligible to vote at the Annual Meeting are as follows:

There will be an 8:00 am and a 10:00 am Holy Eucharist that morning, and the meeting will take place in the 
church, immediately following the 10 o’clock service.  The purpose of the Annual Meeting shall be to elect Vestry mem-
bers; to receive reports by the Rector, Vestry officers, and Organizations of the Parish; and to conduct any other business 
that can properly come before the meeting. Lunch will be served upstairs immediately following the 10:00 am service. 
Child care will be provided for our children through 1:00 pm, and lunch will be served for them in the  Undercroft.

Having received Vestry approval, the Nominating Committee will present a single slate of nominees for Vestry positions at 
the parish’s Annual Meeting on February 3, 2008 (see biographical information about the nominees below). St. Luke’s 
Code of Regulations allows nominations from the floor of the Annual Meeting.  Persons nominated must have agreed to 
stand for election and to serve if elected.  The Vestry meets monthly, except during the month of July, and is responsible for 
the oversight of parish finances, buildings & grounds, and program.  Vestry members should be regular in their attendance 
at worship; supporters of the mission & ministry of the church with their time, talent and treasure; and committed to the 
health of parish life.

Monthly 12 Step/Centering Prayer 
Gathering - Saturday, February 2                                              
Centering Prayer is a simple method 
of prayer rooted in ancient Christian 
contemplative practice that opens us 
to God’s presence and divine heal-
ing.

Organist-Choirmaster Scott G. Hayes on National Public Radio
From Scott . . . I discovered today that on the Sunday, February 3, broadcast of American Public Media's show Pipedreams 
at 10:00 pm, the recording that Stan Osborn and I made on the organ at Lake Erie College will be among those featured.

The organ is one that we reconstructed at Muller Pipe Organ in 2006.  This instrument is the 1927 Skinner Organ, Opus 647, 
which had been drastically altered over the years, and over half of the original pipe work was gone.  Our goal was to faith-
fully recreate the effect of the Skinner organ.  That being said, it is both a Skinner and a Muller organ. The end result is won-
derful, if I do say so myself!

The pieces that I played are the C.S. Lang "Fanfare", and the Herbert Howell's "Psalm Prelude, Op. 32 No. 3" based on Psalm 
23.  Stan played C.V. Stanford's "Allegro non troppo e pesante."

For those of you in the greater Columbus area, this should be broadcast on WOSU, 89.7 FM, 
at 10:00 pm.
