                                   From the Rector                     

I recently read an article in The New Yorker magazine that brought back a flood of memories.  
The article, entitled “Hungry Minds: Tales from a Chelsea Soup Kitchen,” was written by Ian Fra-
zier, a humorist who has written for the magazine for a number of years after earlier stints at the 

Harvard Lampoon and Playboy.   

The article, which appeared in the May 26 issue, is about an Episcopal Church in the Chelsea 
neighborhood of New York City, the Church of the Holy Apostles.  I attended seminary in Chel-
sea, and the Church of the Holy Apostles was only eight blocks north of where I lived and stud-
ied.  For many years, Mr. Frazier has taught at a writers’ workshop at the church, a workshop he 

began fourteen years ago with the help of a grant. 

When you think of writers’ workshops, you are probably thinking of something different from the 
workshop Ian Frazier started.  That’s because the participants in the workshop that meets at the 
Church of the Holy Apostles are people who attend the soup kitchen there.  Most, if not all of 

them, are homeless. 

Every weekday, the Church of the Holy Apostles serves an average of 1,200 meals, making it the 
largest soup kitchen in New York City.  It has done this since back in the first Reagan administra-
tion, and has served more than six million meals in all.  Nothing has stopped it – not weather, not 

a major fire in the church, not even the terrorist attacks on September 11, 2001. 

When I was attending seminary, the Church of the Holy Apostles was dying.  The building had 
been declared a New York City Landmark in 1966, but there wasn’t much going on inside of it.  
By the time I was in seminary (1977-1980), the church’s membership had dwindled to about a 
hundred and twenty-five people.  Its original slate roof (the church was finished in 1848) needed 
to be replaced.  Pieces of the ceiling hung like so many Swords of Damocles over the pews.  Total 

repair costs were estimated then to be a half a million dollars. 

Paul Moore, then the Bishop of New York, wanted to close the church and combine it with St. 

Peter’s, Chelsea, located on West 20th Street, just around the corner from the seminary. 

But the church had recently called a new young priest to be its rector, and he had other ideas.  
Randy Frew arrived from Las Vegas in 1978.  He had been ordained for only six or seven years.  
Government money to help the poor recently had been cut.  Fewer people had access to public 
housing.  Many of the single room occupancy hotels in Chelsea were closing down.  And home-

lessness was becoming a visible New York City problem. 

Since Randy Frew’s previous parish had been in Nevada, he may have had a gambler’s instinct.  
Whether it was that or divine inspiration – or a little of both – he suggested to his dying congrega-
tion – his congregation with the leaky roof – his congregation the bishop wanted to merge with its 

neighbor – that the church should start a soup kitchen.  Typical crazy priest. 

On the soup kitchen’s first day, October 22, 1982, it served about 35 meals.  The decision to be 

open every weekday – serving lunch from 10:30 am – 12:30 pm – was established at the outset.

The numbers continued to grow over 
the years, and by the mid-1980s nine 
hundred guests – the people the soup 
kitchen serves are always referred to 
as guests – were being fed in the 

church’s Mission House every day. 

Randy left the church in 1984.  He 
became the founder and Executive 
Director of AIDS Action Interna-
tional.  Bill Greenlaw, who taught me 
Christian Ethics & Moral Theology at 
seminary, followed Randy as rector 
of Holy Apostles.  He has been there 
ever since and will retire at the end of 
this month after raising money for the 
soup kitchen and serving the parish 

for all these many years. 

The soup kitchen moved out of the 
Mission House into the church itself 
so there would be more room for 
guests.  To make room for the tables 
where 1,200 people eat every day, all 
of the pews were taken out in the 
early 1990s.  On Sundays, members 
of the congregation sit on folding 
chairs.  The pews were sold for $450 
each at a public architectural salvage 

yard in Brooklyn. 

It hasn’t been an easy road for the 
Church of the Holy Apostles.  It takes 
tremendous effort to sustain such a 
huge ministry for more than a quarter 
of a century.   Raising necessary 
funds continues to be a problem.  
Public funds for the hungry come and 
go for a lot of different reasons.  Do-
nors burn out.  Foundations, as well-
intentioned and generous as they are, 
are subject to fashion just like other 
kinds of donors.                               

Recently, “measurable outcomes” is a 
phrase that foundations like to use, 
and Holy Apostles Soup Kitchen – 
other than being able to say that peo-
ple who were hungry are now full – 
finds it difficult to measure the im-
provement of their guests’ situations 

over time. 

Why do they continue to do this min-
istry?  Liz Maxwell, who has been 
with the church and the soup kitchen 
for the last nineteen years, answers 
the question this way, “Well, we do 
this because Jesus said to feed the 
hungry.  There’s no more to it than 
that.  Jesus told us to take care of the 
poor and the hungry and those in 
prison.  In Matthew 25, he says, ‘As 
you have done to the least of these, 
you have done to me.’  In all the intri-
cacies of scriptural interpretation, that 
message – feed the hungry – couldn’t 
be more clear.  Those of us who wor-
ship at Holy Apostles feel we have a 
Sunday-Monday connection.  The 
bread and wine of the Eucharist that 
we share with one another on Sunday 
becomes the food we share with our 
neighbors during the week.  We be-
lieve that our job as Christians is to 
meet Jesus in the world.  We meet 
him, unnamed and unrecognized, in 
the guests who come to the soup 

kitchen every day.” 

So, my brothers and sisters in Christ 
Jesus, what is God calling St. Luke’s 
to do?  And where are we being 
called to do it?  In Columbus?  In 

Newark?  In Haiti?  Where? 

 

Here are two ways we all can help: 

• Children do not have the benefit 
of free or reduced breakfasts or 
lunches at school during the summer 
months, so BRING FOOD TO 
CHURCH ON SUNDAY MORN-
INGS or better, WRITE A CHECK 
TO ST. LUKE’S and mark it for the 
Food Pantry Network (FPN).  The 
Food Pantry Network of Licking 
County reports a big spike in need 
during June, July and August.  Re-
cently, when the ushers have brought 
the basket up at the offertory, it’s 
been sparse. Let’s fill it to overflow-

ing! 

• This month, St. Luke’s will be 
holding a Clothing Drive that benefits 
New Beginnings Domestic Violence 
Center in Newark. It’s being held 
here from July 9 – 15.  Let’s fill the 
Parish House to capacity with cloth-

ing (see related article on page 8). 

These are nowhere nearly as dramatic 
as turning the church into a soup 
kitchen five-sevenths of each week, 
as the Church of the Holy Apostles 
has done for more than 25 years.  But 
they are ways we can remain faithful 
to what Christ told us to do.  And 
they are ways of making the Sunday-
Monday connection here at St. 

Luke’s.

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At its June 10, 2008 meeting the  
Vestry . . . 

. . . opened the meeting with prayer 
from the service for early evening 
from the “Daily Devotions for Indi-
viduals and Families” in the Book of 

Common Prayer. 

Pat Ford, Senior Warden, reported that 
St. Luke’s has formally contracted 
with Benefactor’s Counsel to conduct 
a feasibility study for a possible capi-
tal campaign (see last month’s “Pulse 
of the Parish” for more details).  The 
proposed capital campaign was one of 
the Vestry’s three key initiatives for 
2008.  An ad hoc Feasibility Study 
Task Force, comprised of representa-
tives of various groups within St. 
Luke’s, will meet before and during 
the study to guide the consultants 
we’ve hired in finalizing a case for 
support, in processing feedback during 
the study itself, and in reviewing the 
draft report before it is presented to 
the Vestry.  The first meeting of the 
Feasibility Study Task Force was 

Monday, June 23. 

One of the likely items for the case for 
support – the #1 concern to come out 
of the recent Strategic Planning Proc-
ess – is the restoration/renovation of 
the parish’s historic buildings.  Mike 
Fisher, Junior Warden, is chairing a 
small committee to determine what 
things need to be addressed.  Bill 
Hanes and Chris Lucas-Miller, mem-
bers of the parish and architects with 
experience in building restora-
tion/renovation are reviewing the 
needs of the church building.  Tom 
Weeks, an engineer, and Dick Baltis-
berger, former Junior Warden and 
chair of the Property, Building, and 
Grounds Committee, are conducting a 
review of the Parish House building.  
Each of these two teams is compiling 
a list of the work that could/should be 
done and are working up preliminary 
estimates for the improvements as we 

move forward with this project. 

Another of the Vestry’s key initiatives 
for 2008 is a review of the current 
programs of the parish. Bart Weiler 
reported that the work group will be 
developing an organizational chart by 
program.  The group is still gathering 
information from committee and pro-
gram chairs.  Personal interviews will 
be conducted as necessary to elicit the 
critical information necessary to make 
determinations about how well the 
current programs serve the needs of 
St. Luke’s and the surrounding com-

munity. 

In the Rector’s report, Father Apple-
gate reviewed his various activities 
during the past month.  He extended 
appreciation, on his wife Terry’s be-
half, for the notes of condolences she 
has received on the recent death of her 
father.  In response to a question con-
cerning the status of St. Matthew’s in 
Westerville, Father Applegate re-
ported that they returned to their 
church property on June 1, as per the 
established agreement between the 
dissident members of the congregation 

and the Diocese of Southern Ohio. 

Mike Fisher communicated Dick Bal-
tisberger’s report from the Property, 
Building and Grounds Committee. 
Two major projects have been com-
pleted – the first, a temporary repair 
on the rear door of the Parish House 
that had been damaged by moisture 
wicking, the second, an attempt to 
clear the downspout on the alleyway 
side of the church building.  The de-
termination of the effectiveness of the 

latter repair awaits the next deluge. 

Father Applegate celebrated the news 
that Liz Barringer-Smith has agreed to 
chair the Fellowship Committee.  
Margo Santoni, who had done an ex-
cellent job over a long period of years 
in this position, decided to retire this 
past spring.  Liz, who has overseen 

Coffee Hour duties with Jill LaNou-
ette, looks forward to working with 

the other members of the Committee.   

Marsha Hanes reported for the His-
toric Preservation Committee. At Al 
Huggins’ suggestion, an inventory of 
the items displayed in the church stair-
well (from the gallery down to the 
Undercroft) was prepared.  Jo Helen 
DePue catalogued the items, cleaned 
the frames/glass and noted their condi-
tion.  Some will be relocated because 
of deterioration due to exposure to 
light and others will have to be re-
framed.  The Committee’s 2009 
budget request will include a funding 

request for this purpose. 

Ann Wood reported for the Pastoral 
Care Committee that the committee is 
working on the establishment of a 
prayer chain and a daily prayer group. 
Rob Harklau is spearheading this pro-

ject. 

Other news of note . . .
